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= PREPARE FOR SALE AND INSPECTION

Everyone selling a home wants two things, a quick
sale for the most money. Bringing these two de-
sires as close together as possible is your objective
as the realtor or seller of a home. There are many

sale and inspection. As you may be aware, one im-
portant factor is that not everyone viewing the home
looks at it in the same way or for same rea-

sons. Buyers, sellers, appraisers, tax assessors,
and even home inspectors will each see the home
differently. You must ask the question: “Whose
viewpoint do | want to influence and whose view-
point can | influence?” You must then ask: “What
can | do to influence that viewpoint?”

The viewpoint that you want to and can influence is
the viewpoint of the potential buyers and the home inspectors they choose. Buyers and inspec-
tors are not necessarily looking at the home in the same way. However, there are some prepara-
tions you can make to positively influence their views and lessen the possibility of a lost sale. Pre-
paring to influence the viewpoint of potential buyers centers on two elements: curb appeal and
staging. Your goal is to allow potential buyers to imagine themselves living in the home. A home
with peeling paint, overgrown shrubs, loose gutters, etc. will disinterest potential buyers before
they even view the interior. Buyers will assume that the major systems have not been adequately
maintained in a home that has not been maintained cosmetically.

With minimal effort and cost, a handy seller can improve the curb appeal of almost any home. A
minimal effort on the part of the seller can also do much to stage the home for the potential buy-
ers. Storing away personal items, such as family photos, and reducing clutter are major factors in
staging a home. Personal items and cluttered conditions limit the ability of potential buyers to
imagine their own family living in the home. Personal touches such as uncommon colors of wall
paint can also limit a buyer’s imagination. Experience has shown that efforts to present a home so
potential buyers fall in love with it will pay off. Such buyers will more readily accept deficiencies
found during the home inspection or will negotiate compensation at less cost to the seller.

You can also shorten the list of concerns a home inspector will present to the buyer. Many con-
cerns home inspectors raise deal with common maintenance and minor repairs to home systems
and components. If addressed before the inspection, these items will not become concerns for
the potential buyers.

In the end, the market will dictate how much time, effort, and expense should be invested in pre-
paring a home. Using the checklist from our web site will help you identify many items that could
be addressed. However, you may not need to address all of the items. In a buyer's market, there
are many homes to choose from and a long list of repairs, even minor repairs, may cause a buyer
to walk away from a deal. A similar home around the corner may cost the same and have less to
repair. In a seller's market, there are fewer homes to choose from and multiple offers are a possi-
bility. Less effort and cost is likely to meet the seller’s goals of a quick sale for the most money.

23 Home Maintenance Tips To Prepare Your Home For Sale And Inspection

e Paint or stain siding and trim as needed where faded or peeling.

e Replace any decayed siding or trim.

Clean gutters and be sure downspout bottoms are extended adequately away from the house to

prevent water seepage into the basement.

Repoint and patch any loose brickwork on the chimney or exterior walls.

Re-putty windows as needed.

Paint rusted wrought iron rails and secure loose ones as needed.

Make sure your deck has joist hangers, it is bolted to the house and is properly flashed.

Make sure all exterior crawl space areas under the house, porches and stairs are ventilated.

Repair cracks in retaining walls.

Trim shrubs 6 inches from the house, remove attached vines. Remove leaves and debris from

planting areas.

e For proper rain run-off, be sure the ground slopes away from the house at a rate of one inch per
foot for a distance of five to six feet.

o Patch any foundation cracks that allow water penetration with hydraulic cement.

e Be sure the dryer is vented to the exterior of the house.

Have your heating, air-conditioning and hot water heater serviced if they have not been in the last

six months.

Check all interior plumbing fixtures for leaks and make sure they are in proper working order.

Have all interior well equipment serviced if it has not been in the last year.

Pump your septic tank if it has not been pumped in the last year.

Make sure all doors are adjusted so that they close correctly.

Make sure the interior walls and ceilings are cosmetically attractive. If there are any water stains

on the ceilings the cause should be repaired and the stain painted over with stain kill (kilz) type

paint.

Properly repair loose bathroom tile and regrout as needed.

Clean chimney flues if needed.

Be sure all interior stair rails are secure.

Install smoke and carbon monoxide detectors.
